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Within this context, the Cuyahoga County Planning Commission (CPC) offers the following comments on 
the Draft Plan. 

 
1. With the issues of climate, energy and health at the forefront, a complete paradigm shift has occurred 

within the realm of bicycle planning.  At first these facilities were built for recreational and 
entertainment purposes, now they are viewed as viable alternative mode of transportations.   
 
However, the major objective of the Plan is to continue what was begun in 1997; encouraging 
communities to plan more bike facilities and promoting bicycle ridership and safety programs.  The 
NOACA Plan does not discuss the impact these issues will have on the transportation planning in the 
upcoming years.  If it did it would be apparent that just building the planned or proposed facilities 
would not provide a bicycle system that could be considered a viable alternative mode of 
transportation.     
 

2. NOACA should financially assist each county in developing a master bike plan. These plans would 
enable each county to identify the areas with the appropriate land uses, major activity centers, 
transportation routes and connections that would be conducive for bicycling.  These plans when 
merged would be the beginning of a viable bicycle system that could then be incorporated into the 
region’s overall transportation system.  Specifically, NOACA should work to coordinate inter-
county routes. 

 
Once these plans are completed, NOACA should identify and allocate funding for the construction 
of bicycle routes and facilities.
