Ohio River Trail (Ohio River)

In September of 2010, a planning grant was awarded to the Friends
of the Riverfront to begin an effort to connect the Three Rivers
Heritage Trail from the City of Pittsburgh to Coraopolis. This eight-
mile segment will traverse through the City of Pittsburgh, McKees
Rocks, Stowe Township, Moon Township, Neville Township and
Coraopolis.

This effort will compliment the work of the Ohio River Trail Council and Lawrence and Beaver Counties, which have completed trail feasibility
waork outside of Allegheny County. Once feasibility work from the City of Pittsburgh to Coraopolis is complete, we will have a good understanding
of the opportunity for trail development along the Ohio River all the way to Ohio. In Ohio, groups are working to connect to our trail here in
Pennsylvania. You will see a lot more activity along the Ohio River in 2011.
